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Overlander Ski Club Policy 3
Use of Stake Lake Trails Day Lodge 
In our contract with Recreation Sites and Trails BC (Schedule G, Section 5 (b) we are required to make the day lodge available as follows:
Management of huts and cabins associated with agreement area will be conducted to ensure :

· huts or cabins are used for non-profit recreational use and remain open to the public

· huts or cabins shall be available for other compatible recreational use in the area

· public use shall not be not be restricted nor shall undue influence be extended to join a club

In ski season during trail hours
The day lodge is open to members and trail customers during opening hours. 
Members and customers using the cabin must vacate the cabin when requested by trails staff. 

OSC members may use the day lodge for low key club events. Trails staff must be given 24 hours notice. However such events must not exclude other trail customers from use of the day lodge. 

The executive of OSC must approve use of the day lodge for compatible non-club events; such events must not exclude other trail customers from use of the day lodge. Applications for use must be received with 30 days notice.
In ski season outside trail hours
The day lodge is locked and alarmed outside trail hours.

OSC members may request use of the day lodge outside of trail hours for club events. Requests should be made to trails staff with 24 hours notice. Night skiing charges will apply.
OSC members may request use of the day lodge outside of trail hours for non-club events. Requests should be made to the Executive with 30 days notice. A club member must sign the user agreement. Night skiing charges will apply. 
Out of season use

The day lodge is locked and alarmed out of season.

OSC members may request use of the day lodge outside of trail hours for club events. Requests should be made to the executive with 30 days notice. A club member must sign the user agreement.

OSC will permit individuals who are not members or other non profit organizations to use the day lodge if:

· the event is in keeping with the trails contract and is in keeping with broader community objectives in the Thompson area as determined by the Executive

· the event does not interfere unduly with OSC activities as determined by the Executive

· the individual or organization proposing to hold an event must show proof of insurance coverage and must sign the user agreement
· requests are made in writing to Overlander Ski Club at least 60 days in advance 

For profit organizations must seek approval to hold their event from Recreation Sites and Trails BC.
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
