Events at Stake Lake Trails that are not organised by OSC

In ski season

OSC will permit individuals or non profit organizations to hold events on or at the trails during the ski season if:

· the event is in keeping with OSC objectives or is in keeping with broader community objectives in the Thompson area as determined by the Executive

· the event does not interfere unduly with OSC activities as determined by the Executive

· the individual or non profit organization shows proof of insurance coverage and first aid arrangements
Requests should be made in writing to Overlander Ski Club at least 60 days in advance of any proposed event. OSC will attempt to respond to such requests within 30 days of receiving the request. 
If an event is approved, normal trail fees will apply unless the event does not require use of the trails (e.g. Sky viewing event).
For profit events must be approved by Recreation Sites and Trails BC.

Out of ski season

OSC does not control use of the trails out of ski season. Individuals or organizations proposing events should contact Recreation Sites and Trails BC, Ministry of Natural Resource Operations. OSC is usually asked for comments before approval is given by the Ministry. OSC will comment favourably if the event is non-motorized, or requires minimal motorized use of the trails for logistical reasons, and if there is a commitment to clean up after the event. OSC required at least 14 days notice to provide gate keys.
